Baptistcare has had a full and busy year during 2Ba%5 with significant changes
being driven externally by State and Federal Governments concerning services and /

The increasing see of austerity within the community being practiced by various
Governments has combined with the intention to increase competition and shift .

community benefit organisatiortsas been focussing on its infrastructure, overheads
and changing service models while continuing to deliver the highest quality services *
in a persorcentred manner as a Christian organisation. We were delighted to see
all our 14 residential aged care fittes achieve full three year national quality
accreditation for our services during the last 18 months which is a significant
achievement. We were also able to take on the contract management of a #
residential aged care facility in the Wheatbelt on bilud the local community. &

Baptistcare has been working closely with the State Government to change the way
disability and mental health services are delivered, with the introduction of the
National Disability Insurance Scheme trial sites and the intrbolucf changed funding streams for both
services, with clients directly receiving funding rather than providers, and now able to purchase services as they
need them which is wonderful development. In community aged care, now called Home Care, meaigs testi
has been introduced with Commonwealth funding to providers changed along similar lines. This has been a
significant change as Baptistcare has a unique service profile with clients and families receiving a range of
services in rural, regional and metvgA.

Residential aged care is also changing markedly, with different funding arrangements; clients and their families
are means tested and their purchasing decisions are changing the way services are delivered. These changes
will continue and it is exgcted the numbers of service providers overall will reduce while international and
national commercial competitors are rapidly increasing and the number of community benefit organisations is
decreasing.

Workforce issues and technology are also part efdimgoing challenges, informing and shaping our responses.
Baptistcare is also part of the wider Baptist Care Australia network and we work closely with our sister
organisations around the country sharing our learning, resources and stories to berafis dind families,
which enables us to lobby the Federal Government effectively through our Executive Director working in
Canberra.

Our challenge as a Christian organisation is to make sure we adapt to the profound changes in our society,
economically, glturally and spiritually, while at the same time, continuing to express our values and our vision
Ay slea GKIG YIS aSyasS Ay (KS ySg 62NIR® hdzNJ YA &d&A?
continue to remain our priority while invitinghose who can afford services to contribute to the wider
community benefit through choosing our services and supporting our presence. It is a very challenging and
interesting time to be engaged in services in our world.

It is more and more
essential that we are prepared and ready for the future as there will be fewer Christian voices raised in offering
services, critiquing and commenting on the design and services being made available and their expression as an
offering to the community.
